Parent Information Guide

This is a lot of information but please read through it all
WATERFRONT

Tues., Weds., and Thurs. campers will go with their unit, other units and Core Staff to Lake Rebecca Park for the day. After lunch they will have the afternoon to swim at the beach, supervised by their staff and lifeguards.

2nd & 3rd grade go on Tuesday; 4th & 5th grade go on Wednesday: 6th, & 7th grade go on Thursday. 

MEDICATIONS

All medications must be turned into Unit Leaders upon arrival at camp. With the exception of inhalers and bee sting kits, medication will be kept at headquarters and administered by one of the camp Health Supervisors. Medication containers must be the original container with the original label intact.  Medication needs to be kept at camp for the week, please do not have your child transporting it daily.  We will send it home on Friday.

WHAT TO BRING TO CAMP  (Please label everything)

Mess Kit- a cup with a handle, a plate, silverware. (4th grade and up you also need a dunk bag.  A net bag to hold dishes)

2 Bandanas

Hat, not a bandana (This is very important in the prevention of dehydration.  If a camper does not have one, the camp will provide one)

Rain Gear! Camp is held rain or shine NO UMBRELLAS
Jacket or sweatshirt-even summer days can become cool

Closed toe sturdy shoes and socks (NO sandals, crocs, or clogs)
Insect repellent (NO aerosol)
Sunscreen

Swimsuit and towel the assigned swimming day. (Have your daughter wear her suit to camp.)

4th graders need to bring an old pair of men's jeans for a project they will be doing on Thursday. No holes in the seat please.

Backpack or small duffel bag to keep these items in. Everything will stay at camp for the duration of the week please keep that in mind when packing. If we allow stuff to go home each night it doesn’t seem to make it back the next day.  Campers without mess kits, hats, etc. have a hard time when they have to borrow.

OVERNIGHTERS BRING ON THURSDAY

Camp Store Money

Please pack very small, these will be put on the bus and need to take up as little space as possible. Send equipment in duffel bags not in plastic bags, or suitcases. Plastic will tear and cause all sorts of problems for campers. Suitcases can not be put in the tents.

PLEASE DO NOT BRING

Food, candy, soft drinks, we will provide plenty of food, radios, tape players, other electronic devices, including electronic pets, gum, stuffed animals, make-up, etc. We will be returning any items not on the list home on Monday.
WHAT TO WEAR

We ask that campers wear clothes that can get dirty. This is an outdoor camp with all of our activities based on outdoor living; we cannot be responsible for returning your daughter in clean clothing at the end of the day. We also ask that campers wear their hair in pony tails or bring hair binders, they will be working with fires and other things that could end up in a bad hair day.

Please do not let your daughter bring things that are important to her to camp.  We can not possibly keep track of the belongings of 120 campers, although we do have a very good system in place to make sure everything is returned home on Friday.

THEME DAYS

We ask that campers dress appropriately for theme days.

Monday-Name Tag Day (Have your daughter create a nametag for herself to wear to camp the first day. Please include her Unit number)

Tuesday-Tropical Day
Wednesday-Duct tape day (Please do not stick it to campers skin)
Thursday-60/70s day
Friday-Camp Shirt Day (this is our last day and we want everyone back in their shirts one last time)
CAMPSTORE 

The camp store is open on Friday. Send money or cookie credits with your daughter in a sealed envelope with your daughter’s name and unit number on it. The money will be kept by the Unit Leaders until the unit goes to the store. Any money left over will be returned in an envelope with your daughter's name on it.  Please keep in mind that campers without store money have a difficult time watching others make purchases.  Each year we have about 6 campers who did not receive money.  We suggest about $5.00.  Items range in cost from 25cents to $8.00.
